Expectations

Focus on the Education

Your presentation and any PowerPoints or handouts should focus on the subject of the presentation as
submitted and accepted.

Learning Outcomes

Early in your slideshow, you should include your session's learning outcomes as submitted. This will not be
necessary for the snapshot sessions. Your learning outcomes not only describe the goals/objectives of your
session, but they also act as a sort of contract between you and your audience. They help to set your
audience's expectations of how they will benefit from attending your session, and are critical in the decision
to attend your presentation. Reviewing your learning outcomes at the beginning of your session reassures
your audience that you aim to fulfill those expectations.

Use of Your Institutional or Corporate Logo

The logo of your college or university, or corporate firm may be used on all of your slides on a PowerPoint
presentation. There is no restriction on branding.
