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INTRODUCTION 

The Speeches and Addresses located in this collection are those 
given at commencement and opening day exercises at the College 
from 1850 to the present. Copies of the speeches were kept by 
people at the College throughout its history and were not 
donated by anyone source. 

The collection is open and additions are made each year; some 
of the more recent additions are in non-print form (cassette 
tape recordings of a speech). There are a few years for which 
the commencement or opening session speeches are missing. 

Especially significant are the addresses given to the women in 
the early classes because they often reflect the cur~ent attitudes 
of the time towards woman and her role in society, as well as 
towards woman as physician.

The materials are open for use by researchers in the Archives and 
Special Collections on Women in Medicine. Limited photocopying 
for research purposes is available. 



HISTORY 

Included in this collection are texts of addresses given by various 
people (deans of the College and professors of medicine), to the 
students of the College on such occasions as commencements and 
opening sessions. In the 19th century and early 20th century, most 
of the addresses were printed. Included in these printed editions 
are copies of the class letter to the lecturer requesting publication 
of the lecture--a request and acceptance which became a tradition 
for the first 50 or so years of the College's existence. As the 
20th century progressed, copies of speeches kept were merely typed 
versions (often drafts). Some of the addresses are available only in 
published form, as journal articles. 

By the 1950's copies of the comments made upon presentation of honorary 
degrees are included with Dr. Marion Fay's opening remarks at commence­
ment ceremonies (Dr. Fay was Dean of the College from 1946-1964). 
Especially significant in this collection are the Introductory 
lectures and Commencement addresses from approximately 1850-1880, 
during which time lectures were given by Ann Preston, the first dean 
of the Female Medical College of Pennsylvania; Hannah Longshore, 
the first woman to practice medicine in Philadelphia; Rachel Bodley, 
a noted scientist and third woman Dean of the College; among many other 
women physicians. Lectures were also given by male physicians, many 
of whom were instrumental in organizing the College. 
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SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE 

The collection consists of copies of speeches and addresses delivered 
at commencement and opeing session exercises at the Medical College of 
Pennsylvania from 1850 to the present.
