Yvonne McEwen of the University of Edinburgh, Scotland, to share expertise in women’s history and how it has shaped the present.
PHILADELPHIA (March 14, 2011) – Women have been battling for many years—fighting for their rights, for respect and in warfare. They have bravely served their countries, yet when the subject of shellshock comes up, the focus is often on male veterans. Vision 2020 International Ambassador Yvonne McEwen will discuss women’s struggles after returning from military service in the annual Kate Hurd Mead Lecture titled “Lesions of the Will or Wounds of the Spirit?: Shellshock in Women in World War I.
The lecture is sponsored by the Institute for Women’s Health and Leadership’s Legacy Center at Drexel University College of Medicine and the Section on Medical History at the College of Physicians. It will be held at 6:30 p.m. March 17 at the College of Medicine’s East Falls campus (2900 W. Queen Lane, Philadelphia) and is free and open to the public.
McEwen is an expert on women in warfare and is the Official Historian to the British Army Nursing Service. She has been commissioned to write a four-volume history of the army nursing service. In 2007, she organized the War, Journalism and History conference, where war correspondents, academics and the public came together to examine and debate historical and contemporary aspects of war reporting.
